PeaceNonviolent force

NONVIOLENT PEACEFORCE (NP) is a nonpartisan 
unarmed peacekeeping force composed of trained civilians 
from around the world.  In partnership with local groups, 
Nonviolent Peaceforce members apply proven nonviolent 
strategies to protect human rights, deter violence, and help 
create space for local peacemakers to carry out their work.

Building upon the work of Mahatma Gandhi, Martin Luther 
King, and other unarmed peaceworkers, the vision of NP 
is to create a large-scale nonviolent peacekeeping force 
through deployments, training, and advocacy.

NP launched a project in Sri Lanka in late 2003, is starting 
an early warning project in the southern Philippines, and is 
conducting advanced exploration for possible deployments 
in northern Uganda and Colombia. 

NP began in 2002 as a federation of 93 Member Organizations 
from five continents who elect the International Governing 
Council, currently composed of representatives from 17 coun-
tries.  Over 50% of NP funding comes from individual donors.
